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The city emblem was established in
November 1951. Since Toyota City was
once known as “the land of clothing
(koromo-no-sato)”, the emblem was
designed in a diamond shape based on
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Sunflower The citizens of Toyota selected

the sunflower as the city flower in March

1965. It was the most requested flower out of

3,876 suggestions submitted for consider-
ation to the City Flower Selection Committee.
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In March 1971, to mark the 20th Anniversary
of the city’s founding, the Zelkova (Keyaki)
was chosen as the City Tree by public vote,

receiving 2,462 of 4,954 opinions submitted;
the decision was made official by the City
